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Putting Tips:

−Sit the putter down flat on it’s bottom.

−The line or dot on your putter should be behind the center of the ball and pointed at your aim point.

−The butt of the club should be slightly in front of the ball.

−Your thumbs should be on top or on the flat part of the grip.

−Your feet should be about the width of your shoulders and your eyes over the ball.

−However far you swing the putter back is how far you should swing the putter on the follow through. 

−I would like to see you take the putter back and through on a straight line (more than likely will not happen but please try).

−Keep a flat left wrist. 

−Keep the butt of the club closer to the hole than the putter head.

−If you wrists would break down with the butt getting behind the ball the lower edge of the putter face will rise and you can not hit the ball solid. Keep the left wrist flat or the butt closer to the hole than the head of the putter.

−Keep you eye on the spot where the ball was resting until you think the ball reaches the hole.

−If it does not reach the hole it will not go in.

−I believe you should try and make sure your ball goes at least one and one half feet past the ball if you miss. Your friends will give you those putts or you should make them from that distance anyway. Get the ball to the hole. 

−To read the break takes some experience but if you would imagine you are squirting water on the green out of a hose, which way would the water drain? That is the direction the ball will break.
